Dear Parents,

We hope you had a wonderful half term holiday, and your children feel refreshed ready for
the next half term. Things that will continue this term:

A large part of the Early Years is that we focus on the Prime areas and spend time playing,
learning how to manage our emotions, share and understand each other's feelings. These
elements are ingrained in everyday activities, games and group work.

Phonics and maths sessions happen daily, reading books will be changed at least once a week,
so please bring in book bags daily (especially on Monday's). Our phonics scheme is Read Write
inc. and we will start streaming the children into two groups based on assessment of which
sounds they have learnt so far and their ability to orally blend. Please practice this at home
often, saying short words broken down into their sounds, for the child to blend, EG. I see q,
'd-o-g'.

Music is on Mondays PE is on Tuesdays, JK forest school is Tues week 1 back. TR Forest
school the second week back.
