Maths

In maths we are learning to recognise and use symbols for pounds and pence and
combining amounts to make a particular value. We will be using different
combinations of coins to make the same amount of money. Later in the half term we
will be learning about length and height. We will be learning to use appropriate
standard units to estimate and measure length/height in any direction, as well as
mass, temperature and capacity.




Science

This half term we will be investigating habitats. This will give them the opportunity to
build on their understanding of their previous topic, ‘Living Things and Their Habitats’.
The children will investigate the rainforest and use scientific language to make
observations and predictions about the environments the animals live in. They will also
compare different habitats and discover how animals are adapted to their habitats.

P.E.

P.E. lessons will take place on a Friday morning. Children can come to school in their

PE kits. In P.E. lessons, children will learn to run at fast, medium and slow speeds and
how to change speed and direction. The children will also take part in the Daily Mile,

Geography

In Geography, we will be learning about Modern London. The children will learn that
London is the capital city of England and is in the continent of Europe. We will discuss
the diversity of London and its range of buildings, transport, people and cultures. Did
you know over 8 million people live in London? There will be a focus on map work and
beginning to understand why maps are used and how Google maps works.

RE

In RE, children will learn about the faith, Islam. Children will discuss the differences
between religious and non-religious celebrations and identify some of each. Children will
explore Ramadan and make links with Lent. They will discuss Eid-al-Adha and Eid-al-Fitr
and how they differ. They will then look at similarities and differences between religious
festivals.
